WHAT WE FOUND IN 2002 

50% OF WASTE WAS RECYCLABLE PAPER (High quantity of cardboard in dumpsters)

8.6% OF WASTE WAS COMMINGLED CONTAINERS (glass, aluminum, plastic)

13% OF WASTE WAS ORGANIC MATTER

15.3% OF WASTE WAS OTHER PAPER

WHAT WE FOUND IN 2008

10% OF WASTE WAS RECYCLABLE PAPER (Cardboard dropped 21% to < 1%)

5.3% OF WASTE WAS COMMINGLED CONTAINERS (glass, aluminum, plastic)

29.7% OF WASTE WAS ORGANIC MATTER

23.6% OF WASTE WAS OTHER PAPER
